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1. INTRODUCTION

Text will be written with 12 TNR. Articles must have between 5 and 10 pages, including references. Authors are invited to submit for publication by email, in MS Word format, type. docx, Times New Roman, size 12, line spacing 1,15, indentation 1,27 cm., A4 normal page size (2.54 cm space above, left, right and below). Post chapters written in bold capital letters (bold) character 12, and subsections with simple capitals. All articles must be written in the style of scientific work, having: Theoretical Introduction, objectives and hypotheses, method: participants/subjects, tools/materials/equipment, procedure, experimental design, results, conclusions, acknowledgement, references. The Introduction should provide a clear statement of the problem, the relevant literature on the subject and the proposed approach or solution.

It should include relevant details on the experimental design and techniques so that the experiments can be repeated. However, only truly new procedures should be described in detail; previously published procedures should be cited, and important modifications of published procedures should be mentioned briefly.

4. RESULTS

The Results must be clearly and concisely with the help of appropriate illustrative material tables and/or figures. The discussion should interpret the findings in view of the results obtained in this and in past studies on this topic.
To decide whether to retain or reject the null hypothesis (H0), the results of inferential statistical tests will include the p-value (statistical significance), the 95% confidence interval limits and the effect size.

Tables, written in 11 TNR, along with explanations (title number), graphs, figures and legends associated will be integrated into written text.
